    Most people have jobs, 大部分的人都有工作and they go to work almost every day而且幾乎天天上班. Some people are very lucky because they can have a lot of fun or make a lot of money doing their jobs. 有些人很幸運可以在工作中得到樂趣也可以賺到很多錢。However, most people are not so lucky但是大部分的人不是那麼幸運 because their jobs aren’t much fun and don’t make them much money因為他們的工作沒有那麼有趣而且並沒有替他們帶來那麼多財富。.
    It is often the case that many interesting jobs are very hard. 大部分有趣的工作都非常的困難For these kinds of jobs people have to learn how to do the job for a long time before they start working. 像這樣的工作通常需要很多年的訓練。For example, doctors study for six or more years after they are finished university. 舉例，醫生需要受訓六年或更久在他們完成大學學業後。Pilots have to study even longer. 飛行員甚至要受訓更久。They have to learn to fly small airplanes at the beginning, 他們必須先學飛小飛機and then slowly they move up to fly bigger and bigger planes. 然後漸漸地飛較大又較大的飛機Most pilots are over thirty years old.大部分飛行員都超過30歲。
    Some young people have good luck and get to work in interesting and well-paying jobs.有些年輕人很幸運可以得到有趣而酬勞高的工作。 For example, there are many good athletes who are young. 舉例，很多年輕的運動員。Football and tennis players are often under thirty-five years old.足球源和網球選手都在35歲以下。 Older people usually cannot play these sports very well because they cannot move very quickly.年長的的人通常不能精熟這些運動因為他們不能很快的移動。 However, golf is a good sport for older people. 但高爾夫對年長者來說是很好的運動。There are many good golfers who are quite old.有很多的高爾夫選手都很老了。
    Many people keep working until they retire at sixty or sixty-five years old. 很多人都繼續工作直到他們到了60或65歲。When they stop working, they have a lot of free time. 當他們停止工作時，他們有很多的空閒時間。However, some people never stop working at all. 但是有些人根本不停止工作。These people usually have very interesting jobs. 這些人通常有很有趣的工作。They have so much fun doing their jobs that they don’t want to give them up. 他們工作有很多有趣的部分所以他們根本不想放棄(他們的工作)。For example, many writers, artists, musicians, and actors keep working until they die. 例如，很多的作家、藝術家、音樂家，演員都工作直到他們過世。To these people, their work is their lives.對於這些人來說，工作就是他們的生命。
